The Biggest Fight for Clean Water
this Nation has Ever Seen

An excerpt from Christy Everett, CBF Hampton Roads Director

Fred Bashara is a volunteer pilot for the Chesapeake Bay Foundation. He has been flying over the Hampton
Roads area for 40 years and remarked that the algal blooms have gotten much worse over the past few years. The
summer heat just exacerbates the situation. These ugly massive switls of reddish brown algae (see inset photos) are
stark reminders of why we need to reduce pollution from all sources. It is frustrating to see the waterways we’re
trying so hard to restore remain endangered by too much nitrogen and phosphorous pollution, caused by tainted
storm water runoff and dumping of substances other than rain water into storm drains. This type of pollution is
the most serious problem facing the Bay today, and we have a lot more to do to curb it.

When this ‘nutrient pollution’ invades our summer-warmed waterways through a rain event, it feeds an
= over-abundance of algae that ‘blooms’ and grows, blocking sunlight
& beneath the surface for days. As the algae die, decompose, and sink to
- the bottom, they consume oxygen from the water which leads to ‘dead
. zones, areas where dissolved oxygen levels are so low fish, crabs, and
oysters cannot survive. One person can take part in improving the
situation just by picking up their pet waste, refraining from blowing
¥ orass clippings into the street, not applying excessive lawn fertilizer,
etc. Take it a step further and contact legislators urging them to
#% support the Chesapeake Clean Water Act.
! ; ' Despite the affects on the environment, what is happening to the
Bay affects the people living, working, and vacationing around it. As the summers get hotter and hotter, it creates a
greater risk of infections from vibrio, a bacteria that can cause serious illnesses in people who swim in warm, salty
waters with open cuts, or eat raw, contaminated shellfish, according to the Maryland Department of the
Environment and the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene. Last summer, the CBF
reported rising numbers of reported infections around the Bay. A fourth generation
waterman recalled his discovery of an infection, “My leg got so hot, it started to blister
and turn black...the fever was bad enough that my lips peeled.” The vibrio bacteria is a
naturally-occurring saltwater organism but their numbers tend to rise in warm, nutrient-

For a 1800 sq. ft. home, use 15 to 18
medium-sized (6 to 8 inch diameter container) plants and place a large portion in the room
where you spend the most time.

# De-clutter Wardrobe - donate gently worn items to charity to give them a second life,
donate torn or stained items made with absorbent fabric to your rag collection. Instead of
moth balls, use a lonely sock filled with cinnamon sticks, bay leaves, and whole cloves for a
more natural and better smelling alternative.

# Apply Eco-Paint - if your spring cleaning includes a fresh coat of paint, use one with low or
no Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC), some paints may not have any VOC’s but still
contain toxic chemicals.

Vegetation Encroachment

Enforceable by Ordinance 47, adopted 10/14/1980, amended 05/18/2009

Roadside vegetation is beneficial in enhancing
storm water runoff by preventing localized flooding and
filtering rainwater, to name a few. Unfortunately, if
neglected, this plant life can impede onto roadways and
walkways posing an immediate hazard or having adverse
impacts to the road or traveling public. The trimming of
trees and shrubbery within Township right-of-ways is a
crucial obligation to maintaining a
functional community. Plant life
encroaching onto paths of travel can
prevent services such as trash
collection, street sweeping, fire
fighting, and roadwork from
operating quickly and efficiently. The
inability for these services to clearly
approach a curb line
disrupts the
functionality of the task
being performed. Thus,
an ordinance requiring
all owners and
occupants of property
within the Township to
maintain the limbs of

dipping too far down onto a highway, street, alley or
cartway are to be cut back to a minimum height of
fourteen (14) feet. The additional height requirement
allows school busses and larger vehicles to pass under
trees safely. In some instances, cutting or trimming does
not remedy the obstruction and plants need to be
removed entirely. Maintaining a clear sight distance 100
feet from an intersection
allows drivers to be able to
see well down the street for
approaching vehicles. No
hedge should be higher than
30 inches and no tree should
hang lower than 10 feet at
any intersection.

Owners or
occupants of a property
in violation will receive
notification by Township
personnel and are
expected to comply. If
violation continues,
Township authorities
may trim, cut or remove

trees, shrubbery, bushes
and other forms of
plant life was adopted. Curbside chipping is available
the first Monday of every month, except November
and December, to dispose of trimmings from 1-3 inches
in diameter sheared by the resident themselves. Please
review the guidelines for the chipping service on our
website, www.nlondtwp.com or call 838-1373 for details.

We All Live in 2 Watershed

Watersheds are areas of land that drain into a lake,
river or stream. Water travels over the land’s surface -
farm fields, woods, lawns and streets - as storm water
runoff, on its course to a waterway. Or,
seep into the soil and travel as ground water. Either way,
the water is impacted by what happens,
the watershed. And, the water that is impacted may be
the source for your community’s drinking water, so it’s
important that we all take steps to restore, improve and

protect this precious natural resource.

Whatever enters a storm drain is deposited into
neighboring waterways where we get our drinking water.
Water disposed of from within a household at most has the opportunity of being treated prior to its deposit into
these waterways. Unfortunately, treatment plants are not equipped to eliminate all possible contaminants so it is very
important to be conscious of the items being disposed. To start, make these efforts to keep your watershed healthy

now and for future generations.

Inside your Home:

EDUCATE. Don’t pour chemicals or
oil down the drain or on the ground.
Soil cannot purify these, and the oil or
chemicals may contaminate runoff if
placed directly on the ground.
Wastewater treatment plants may not
be able to remove all contaminants
poured down the drain. Select non-
toxic or less toxic alternatives to
typical household products, such as
cleaning agents. Use phosphate - free
detergents for your laundry.

Make sure your child plays in
safe places away from motor
vehicles, such as yards, parks
and playgrounds and never in
the street.

Buy clothing and accessories incorporating
retro-reflective materials for your family to
wear at dawn and dusk, in the evening and
during other low-light situations, such as rainy
or foggy weather.

EDUCATE. Landscape with plants
requiring minimal fertilizer. Minimize
the amount of grass bagged when
mowing. Avoid toxic pesticides. Use
natural pest control agents. Help
prevent soil erosion by preserving
existing trees and plant new trees and
shrubs. Use mulch in flower beds and
on bare ground to prevent erosion
and runoff. Clean up after pets; pet
waste can contain pathogens that can
contaminate surface water.

Bicycles operating at a speed slower than
vehicular traffic must drive as far right as
possible so as to not interfere with traffic.
Persons riding bicycles upon a roadway shall WHILE WALKING...
not ride more than two abreast except on paths
ot parts of roadways set aside for the exclusive
use of bicycles.

that a salesperson is legitimate, request to see their permit issued by NLTPD and identification verifying their
employment with the company they claim to work for. If your request is refused and the solicitor becomes irate, ask
them to leave. If they do not, shut the door and call NLTPD at 838-5276; non-emergency. Do not be “guilted” into
buying their product or giving them money. Do not pay in advance for services. Cleaners, pavers and constructors are
commonly found to perform fraudulent work. Do not become distracted and always keep doors locked when outside
your home. Requests to use the phone or for a drink of water are common among scammers. Never let anyone into
your home. Pay particular attention to out-of-state peddlers. Share information and suspicions with your neighbors.

Recyclables - Newspapers, clear, green and brown glass bottles and jars, aluminum cans, steel cans, and ONLY
#1,2,3,4,5, 6, and 7 plastic bottles. Also, yard waste and leaves are designated as recyclable materials and
may not be mixed with other trash.

In addiition to this list of materials, persons occupying commercial, institutional or industrial establishments
must separate high grade office paper, and corrugated cardboard from their trash.

Disposal of Unused Prescription Drugs *GLRA - Take unused, unneeded, or expired prescription drugs
out of their original containers. Smash pills, take capsules apart, and mix prescription drugs with an undesirable
substance, such as used coffee grounds or kitty litter and put in impermeable, water-tight containers, such as
empty cans or sealable bags to further ensure that the drugs are not diverted or accidentally ingested by children
or pets. Throw these containers in your normal household trash. Flushing these drugs is polluting our waters.
